What parts do you need to make your car run effectively on water? I got my hands on a couple of inexpensive parts, to begin with. These may cost you

$60-160 at a local auto / hardware store, depending on where in the country you live. The whole conversion can be completed in less than an hour. A

good how-to guide is very important because if you install everything yourself (even though it is relatively simple), there is a real chance that you will

botch-up your automobile, especially if you aren't technically savvy. In my opinion, it's not worth taking the chance!
